Other Persons Present & Organization Represented: Jim Sohan – North Oldham FD, Jeremy Rodgers – Kentucky Fire Commission (via zoom)
Call to order:  at 08:00 by Thompson
KY Fire Commission – After the call to order OCFIA met with Jeremy Rodgers via zoom do discuss new changes to training and certification happing this year. This meeting lasted from 08:00 to 09:00 and is covered in this document under new business. 

Minutes: 1st by Fante, 2nd by Coggeshall, unanimous approval. 
Financial Report: 1st by Stark, 2nd by Nelson Account balance of $14,910.22. President Thompson sated that PVFD still has not paid their dues for 2021 and dues for the 2022 year will be sent out soon. Chief Fante stated that he would contact Chief York and inquire about the late dues, report back next meeting. 
FDSAS send in a $500.00 sponsorship check for the Rescue Winching class this spring. 

OCFIA Recruit Class: OCRC 8 is set to start the last Thursday in February. Currently SOFD has one potential recruit who is waiting to clear medical. LFRD has none, Westport has none, and Ballardsville has one who was an explorer and just turned 18, he almost has all of his needed hours. With only one recruit, potentially 2, there was a discussion on cancelling the class for this year. A motion was made by Fante and seconded by Coggeshall to see if the numbers improve by next month’s meeting. A decision will be made then. 
OCFIA Calendar of Classes: Stark asked if all instructors could send out the railcar class again as it currently has low enrollment. 
LFRD and BFRD want to join in on drivers training this July with OCEMS and SOFD. Nelson will contact OCEMS to see if we can move the drivers training to the weeks of July 18th and 24th to accommodate the task force training schedule. Nelson will report back next month. 

OCFIA currently has 4 upcoming classes for this spring. They are: Rope Rescue Technician, TEEX Wide Area Search, Rail Car, and Rescue Winching. All classes are still a go. 

Long Range Planning: LFRD has two houses to burn. The first quarter this year will be spent doing mutual aid training with the new SCBA’s. OCFIA plans on conducting an acquired structure live fire training for the second quarter. This will also allow instructors to work towards and complete their IFSAC live fire instructor and instructor in charge certifications. 
Old Business: Alternate trainings were scheduled for the Oldham Task Force for those firefighters who are not HAZ-MAT Technicians or other Task Force trainings where not all departments should participate. The alternate training schedule is as follows:

· March 14th all non HM Techs will attend Gas & Electric Safety from LG&E and review their department air monitors

· April 11th Swift water Awareness for all non-swift water rescue technicians. 

· May 9th all non HM Techs will attend a review on all rail and road containers use to transport hazardous material. Class will be taught by Start at LFRD Station 2. 

· June 13th will be confined space awareness for all non-confined space technicians. Chief Fante will work on getting an SFRT Instructor for the awareness class. 
New Business: Jeremy Rogers from the Kentucky Fire Commission (KYFC) attended the meeting via Zoom to discuss the upcoming changes to the Kentucky Administrative Regulations (KAR) and changes to the KYFC Firefighter Level I and II requirements. Items discussed were:
· 150 hour will now be 115 hour – KY Firefighter I

· 400 hour will not be 300 hour – KY Firefighter II

· IFSAC Level I and II are equivalent to KY Firefighter I and II. 

· 739 KAR 2:060 Changes to Instructor renewal

· IFSAC Live Fire Instructor and IFSAC Live Fire Instructor In Charge

· Teaching IFSAC Accreditation Courses at your home department with testing

· Start date and 2 year clock before changes are enforced
