Call to order:  at 08:05 by Thompson
Minutes: 1st by Stark, 2nd by Hundley, unanimous approval. 
Financial Report: 1st by Nelson, 2nd by Stark Account balance of $42,185.78
OCFIA Recruit Class: Nelson reported that OCRC Class 9 for this year has been redesigned to meet the new Kentucky Fire Commission Requirements. Training Officers need to make arrangements for the dates they are assigned to teach and make notes on the training calendar of what students need to bring to class and where the class will be located. Current student count by department is: LFRD = 3, BFD = 1, WFD = 1, SOFD = 0, PVFD = 3. 
OCFIA Calendar of Classes: 15 students are signed up for the NFPA 1403 class this weekend. Discussion on the two upcoming NFA Leadership Classes and lunch breaks. Due to the location of the class students will not be able to break and return within one hour. Stark made a motion that was seconded by Nelson to have OCFIA utilize the auxiliary at SOFD and LFRD to provide lunch on site for the 18th and 19th of February and 22nd and 23rd of April. OCFIA will pick up the cost of the groceries.
Thompson stated that the burn building resets for this years scheduled burns will be taken care of by LFRD personnel. All personnel who attend the burns but don’t sign up will be helping with other non-interior functions during the burn. This includes functions such as accountability and safety. 
Stark talked with Ron Huffman who travels around the country teaching a propane flair and firefighting class. This may be a possibility for OCFIA to bring in an outside instructor and offer this class to firefighters in the county. Stark will email out information on the class to OCFIA and a decision will be made next meeting. The estimated cost for a one day, 8-hour class is $4,000.00. 

Long Range Planning: Chief Fante and Chief Blakely gave an update on the RTF. They have been working with AMFEMS RTF leadership and now have the support for the RTF from each public agency Chief in the county. They are currently working on SOP/SOG for the RTF and equipment acquisition. The RTF will be 

based in each fire department and not a part of the Oldham County Task Force. More information to follow at next meeting. 
Old Business: Chief Fante reported the tree work around the perimeter of the training center is on hold pending weather improvements. 
New Business: None. 
Recruitment & Retention: The invoice for the new banners has been paid and Thompson reported that he is currently waiting for them to be delivered. Discussion had on where to place them across the county. 
Discussion on how each department handles volunteers who only want to drive, or take on other support roles that do not directly involve interior fire attack. Discussion included intake, training, physical requirements, medical requirements, medical exams, and training. 

Department Reports: NOFD - Sohan reported that he will be leadership classes for OCEMS on march 3rd and 10th. OCEMS will have preference for openings in the class. Any open seats for each of the classes will be emailed out to OCFIA so firefighters in the county will be able to attend.  The class is being offered to OCEMS to meet their requirement for annual management classes and the course will be a one day condensed NFA leadership class.
