Call to order:  at 08:05 by Thompson
Minutes: 1st by Coggeshall, 2nd by Nelson, unanimous approval. 
Financial Report: 1st by Coggeshall, 2nd by Nelson Account balance of $55,468.13 including a balance of $9,303.62 for recruitment and retention. 
OCFIA Recruit Class: Class is going well. Nelson reminded instructors that FF L. Davis with SOFD is checking student workbooks so training house can be issued once completed. 
OCFIA Calendar of Classes: OCEMS will be offering a TECC class later this summer before schools go back to session. No date has been set at this time and there will be 10-12 students in the class. 
OCFIA quarterly live fire training is scheduled for the 5th of June. There will be a work detail today to help reset the building. Discussion on student feedback requesting more difficult scenarios for the live fire training. Nelson will develop additional scenarios and update the county wide burn plan. 

Long Range Planning: The RTF TTT class is complete. AMFEMS has asked for help teaching a class at STMFD. Oldham County will send some instructors to their classes to assist and gain experience teaching the class. The RTF class will be offered in Oldham County in June or July on a Thursday, Friday, and Saturday and will run two weeks straight. Thompson will get with AMFEMS to see when they would have some instructors available to assist in teaching the class, he will report back next instructors meeting. 
Class options for fire school are: haz-mat technician, rope technician, survival and rescue, aircraft firefighting, live fire training, and a guest speaker on gen z firefighters in the fire service. Fire school may be over several weekends with specific classes offered and not a one or two weekend formal event. 

Old Business: Still working on car fire prop, replacing vehicle and upgrading gas regulator. Some of the trees along the fence line have been cut down and the rest should be done in June. 
New Business: Discussion on offering a trustee class to all board members in Oldham County. Fante has been in touch with legal counsel who will teach the class. Decision was made to poll the board members at each department to see how many would be interested. All departments will report back next month with a number. 
Recruitment & Retention: OCFIA is still paying for the add as Sauerbeck drive-in. The touch a truck event went well. Discussion on training firefighters how engage the public and educate them about the fire departments in Oldham County. Most of the newer residents are not aware that we have volunteer firefighters.
