Call to order:  at 08:15 by Thompson
Minutes: 1st by Stark, 2nd by Coggeshall, with the correction of the typo on the adjourn time. unanimous approval. 
Financial Report: 1st by Nelson, 2nd by Fante Account balance of $31,600.37. All bills have been paid. PVFD has not paid this year’s dues. 
OCFIA Recruit Class: SOFD and LFRD still have 3 recruits in class. The recruit class test out may be on a Monday evening since there are only three of them. 
OCFIA Calendar of Classes: Sohan was not present to give an update on the hybrid vehicle class. 
South, LaGrange, Ballardsville, and Westport have agreed to combine their state 20 hours. It is unknown at this time if PVFD will be using their 20 hours with the association. Nelson will contact SFRT 6 for the following: Grain Rescue Class (8 hours), Fante will set the dates for the class. NFPA 1403 class (8 Hous) on the 21st or 28th of January 2023, and two NFA Leadership classes in the spring of 2023 (16 hours) on the 18th or 15th of March and 22nd and 29th of April.
Stak has the DOE Mobile Emergency Response to Radiological Incidents class for the following dates in August: 22, 23,24 and 25,26,27.
Long Range Planning: Classes for the OC Fire School should be locked in soon. Once that is done the final schedule with class offerings will be sent out and registration will be open. Fante will handle t-shirt design and ordering for the fire school. Registration for the school will close on September 12th. 
Nelson has been in contact with Baptist Health legal counsel about conduction an acquired structure house burn at a structure on property recently purchased by Baptist Health. Nelson is currently waiting for a response from legal to move forward with the next steps. 

Old Business: Coggeshall has the PVC cap for the sewer at the training cent and he will install it today after the meeting. 
Burn building dedication is a go for September 19th. Nelson will notify the local news paper for media coverage. No work back from the plaque company as to when the plaque will be ready. Nelson will check back with them for a timeline. 
New Business: Since the last meeting a tree has fell on the electrical line near the burn building pulling the line from the training center lights. Nelson got a quote from All In One tree service for $1,000 to remove the tree from the line and fence. The association approved this via email vote. They also quoted $7,500 to clean up the fence line around the rest of the training center. Thompson will check with Jimbo to see if he is able to do this since he uses space around the training center and let us know. If not then OCFIA will hire out All-In-One to do the work.
