Call to order:  at 08:05 by Thompson
Minutes: 1st by Morrison, 2nd by Coggeshall, unanimous approval. 
Financial Report: 1st by Hundley, 2nd by Morrison. Total account balance of $ 53,504.38 with a total of $7,553.62 in Recruitment and Retention. Thompson reported that the OCFIA Lowe’s pro account has been opened up and will allow for a 5% discount on all purchases. 
OCFIA Recruit Class: The live burn went well and class is continuing as planned. Nelson is still having trouble scheduling the flashover class for the recruits. The online fire commission class is only an option so the recruits can get their hours for their firefighter I certification. Nelson is still waiting on verification of the survival and rescue class October 7th and 8th as well as Wildland Firefighting on October 5th.

Coggeshall is still waiting for a time frame from the water company as to when the new water line construction will start and when we can expect to see an additional fire hydrant at the training center.
